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The abstract should be typed in Times New Roman 11 point. The length of the abstract should be no more than 400 words for the body text (after the abstract title, authors’ names and affiliations.) No illustrations, photographs, tables or references are permitted. The title should be in bold uppercase, used only at the beginning of the title and proper names as appropriate, and lowercase letters.  Leave one blank line after the title, and then write the names of the authors (initials followed by the family name) in the upper and lowercase letters. Underline the name of the communicating author who gives the presentation. The addresses of each author should be given on the next line linked to the names by superscript numbers.  The e-mail address of the communicating author should be given.  After a further blank line, the abstract itself should be inserted.  All the text must be written in single spacing.
